THINGS TO THINK ABOUT IN COMMUNITY LIVING ASSOCIATIONS
1.
Do you want to have someone to do virtually everything for you (FOR A PRICE)?

2.
Are you willing to be an active participant in the association? (THIS IS THE SMALLEST AND LOWEST POLITICAL ORGANIZATION IN THE US)
3.
Are you willing to take your turn as a part of the leadership of the association and be a member of the governing Board of Directors?

4.
Are you willing to take your turn as a part of the Officers of the association?

5.
Are you absent from the area for extended periods, either up North in the summer or down South in the winter?

6.
Are you the type of person that wants to “get lost”, pay your monthly fees and disappear as an owner of a Condo or Town Home?

7.
Are you willing to be a part of the semi-annual clean up, fix up, pick up, and paint up improvement of your association and Condo or Town Home? (THIS WILL SAVE YOU MONEY)
9.
Are you willing to put up with very little storage space as a part of a Condo or Town Home?

10.
Are you willing to have someone on the other side of the wall, or above you or below you that may not be as quiet as you are? (THEY NEVER ARE AS QUIET AS YOU ARE)
Be sure you understand what you are buying, the pluses and minuses of the type of structure you are buying and going to live in, and the rules the association has in place you are going to have to follow.

Lastly, in all associations, you are becoming a “partner” with the other members.  Be sure the reserves are adequate for those maintenance items that may happen while you are an owner of the unit you are living in.  Be sure you want to collaborate with the other members.  CHECK THEM OUT!
